7. Explanation of the Change:

We are removing the PE 145 course that currently serves as our program version of the GS 100 and integrating the content of that class into the EXS 180 course.   The EXS 180 course is a 3-credit course that will allow for the integration of this additional content where as the PE 180 course is a 2-credit course that would not allow for the additional content.  

EXS 180 has the same course description as the PE 180 course. 

With the removal of the PE 145 course our students will be required to take the traditional GS 100 course.
