8. Explanation of the Change:

The College of Education & Human Performance has replaced EDFN 338 with EDFN 102 increasing the credit hours from two to three and embedding the Practicum in the course thus replacing SEED 295 as well.  The College of Education & Human Performance has lowered the number of student teaching credit hours required from 8 to 6.

The Human Relations course is no longer a required course to be certified in the state of South Dakota and was not required in the recent accreditation of the program. Similarly, the classroom management course is not required for certification. Also, it is not required that students earn the k-12 ed tech minor so instead of forcing students to take classes that are not required for certification, the number of elective credits has been increased to allow students to choose how those electives are used which may include minors or certificates. This also enables students that change majors to complete the biology program with a secondary specialization with fewer required support courses.
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
