8. Explanation of the Change:

The College of Arts and Sciences is collaborating with NSU to develop a 4+1 dual degree program combining the Criminal Justice degree and the Cyber Leadership and Intelligence (CLI) major. Students pursuing the CLI major as a second major or as part of an additional bachelor’s degree are not required to complete a specialization. Instead, they must complete the CLI core curriculum and the required supporting coursework to meet the major’s requirements. This flexible option allows students from other disciplines to strengthen their professional preparation by adding cyber leadership expertise to their academic portfolio.

10. Identify the program modification requested. 

This proposal seeks to add general elective credits instead of the required specialization for students in the NSU/DSU Articulation Agreement.

11. Provide justification for the desired modification. 

Given CLI’s focus on national security challenges, intelligence analysis, and cybercrime, many students in the program have an interest in pursuing careers in law enforcement. This double major will give them another pathway to fulfill that career goal.

13. Indicate the number of students currently enrolled in the program. 

Currently, there are 60 CLI majors.

14. Describe the real impact to students. 

It would provide CLI students with more options, giving them greater career opportunities as they expand their skills and knowledge in criminal investigations. Currently, CLI students must select either the Digital Forensics or World Affairs & Human Behavior track to complete the program requirements. This double major would effectively give them a third track: a Criminal Justice option.

CLI will likely see an enrollment boost as Criminal Justice majors from NSU begin enrolling in the double major.

16. Describe any cost associated with the program modification. 

None. All necessary courses are already delivered by DSU and NSU.

17. Describe any risks and unintended consequences associated with the program modification. 

We do not anticipate any major risks or negative consequences from this modification, since CLI and Criminal Justice are already established programs at their respective campuses. The addition of a double major should not diminish student demand for either.
