Explanation of the Change:  

Key Rationale
Right-sizing the business programs to 30 credits reflects a student-centered approach focused on accessibility, efficiency, and timely degree completion. A streamlined 30-credit structure provides a clear, focused pathway that supports persistence, aligns with students’ professional goals, and creates space for electives that let them explore areas most relevant to their desired career paths. This plan will hopefully attract more Computer Education majors into the profession, as there is a need in K-12 South Dakota schools.

A 30-credit format enables students to pursue personalized learning pathways while maintaining steady progress toward graduation. With room for elective choices, students can tailor their program to fit their interests and future aspirations, enhancing both engagement and long-term career relevance. By focusing on core competencies while providing flexibility in elective coursework, the programs prepare graduates to meet evolving workforce demands and serve effectively in various educational settings. This approach enhances affordability, adaptability, and practical value, ensuring the programs remain responsive to students and the communities they support.
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
