While both courses focus on leadership and evaluation of educational technology, students enrolled in CET 820 will complete a more rigorous research-based capstone project that requires a more sophisticated analysis of educational technology frameworks and leadership practices. The enhanced research component will emphasize evidence-based decision-making, expanded scholarly inquiry, and deeper critical analysis, requiring students to produce a more comprehensive and critically grounded capstone product that reflects specialist-level expectations.
